I	have	just	finished	reading	the	book	just	published	by	Lore	Ferguson	Wilbert,	Handle	With	Care:	How	Jesus	Redeems	The	Power	of	Touch	in	Life	and	Ministry.	I	will	limit	my	review	at	four	evaluation	points	and	three	points	of	concern.	Four	points	of	appreciation	The	author	effectively	highlights	the	pain	that	people	experience	when	they	do	not
receive	adequate	loving	physical	touch.	Many	people,	including	Christians,	want	the	touch	of	another	human	being,	but	rarely	receive	a	touch	of	love	of	any	kind.	I	appreciated	the	attention	on	the	desire	that	some	people	have	for	the	loving	touch.	The	author	highlights	the	very	obvious	fact,	but	often	ignored,	that	Jesus	touched	with	love,	and	allowed
others	to	touch	him	on	several	occasions.	This	has	included	some	occasions	when	others	in	its	cultural	context	of	the	first	century	would	have	disdained	its	availability	for	some	people	to	touch	it.	The	author	uses	the	language	of	the	â	â	â	"Touch"	to	describe	the	healthy	touch,	and	of	the	"sinful	touch"	to	describe	the	unhealthy	touch	(43).	I	liked	the
language	of	the	"ministry"	against	â	â	â	â	â	â	â	â	â	â	â	â	â	â	â	â	"touch".	The	author	is	a	good	writer	and	use	language	well.	Its	will	to	include	their	stories,	both	positive	and	painful	ones,	makes	this	book	interesting	and	rhetorically	strong. He	draws	the	implications	from	passages	that	simply
cannot	bear	the	weight	of	the	implications	he	draws. The	way	in	which	the	author	treats	the	Writing
becomes	painfully	problematic	as	you	pass	through	the	book,	when	it	begins	to	pronounce	generalized	prescriptions	or	even	calling	people	out	because	it	does	not	obey	the	Bible.	Here	is	an	example:	"When	we	establish	borders	like,"	I	would	never	embrace	a	person	of	the	opposite	sex	"as	a	reaction	to	the	fears	present	or	the	possible	outcomes,	we
are	not	faithful	to	the	streets	of	Jesus,	but	we	are	guided	by	weak	arguments,	unresolved	personal	stories	,	or	Â	"And	if?"	It's	not	the	Via	del	Cristiano	"(133).	Note	the	appeal	of	the	author	to	the	"ways	of	Jesus"	and	his	frustrated	insistence	on	the	fact	that	other	Christians	present	weak	topics	and	fail	to	live	as	Christians	should.	But	it	turns	out	that
the	biblical	case	of	the	author	has	not	been	adequately	supported	before	she	starts	calling	others.	The	only	one	which	is	sustained	before	you	begin	to	reproach	people	who	are	not	agreement	with	her	is	that	the	loving	touch	forced	by	sanctity	is	a	one	and	divine.	Practical	applications	should	fall	under	the	category	of	practical	wisdom	rather	than
under	the	rubric	of	biblical	requirements.	As	for	practical	applications,	the	author	pushes	Christians	towards	certain	touching	practices	that	most	Christians,	past	and	present,	would	doubtless	consider	imprudent.	In	particular,	he	freely	uses	stories	from	his	life	to	normalize	for	his	readers	ways	of	touching	that	most	Christians	would	consider	foolish.
She	tells	of	a	middle	school	friend	with	whom	she	used	to	“sleep	tight	against	each	other”,	but	says	that	“there	was	never	anything	erotic	about	our	love	for	each	other”	(16).	She	speaks	positively	of	her	past	interactions	with	roommates:	“A	back	massage,	sitting	by	the	couch	watching	a	movie,	spending	the	night	at	the	other	woman’s	house,	sitting	on
the	playful	girl’s	lap”	(20).	(But	soon	afterwards	he	admits	the	drift	towards	lesbian	activity	that	followed	for	some	of	his	roommates,	21).	He	writes	that	“he	did	not	feel	guilty	for	kissing	(23-24)	in	a	love	relationship,	and	states:	“I	have	learned	that	contact	cannot	only	be	lawful	within	a	love	relationship,	but	also	truly	good,	helpful,	healing	and	even
holy”	(24).	But	he	does	not	argue	in	support	of	these	feelings.	Moreover,	this	set	of	opinions	was	written	in	the	context	of	a	dating	report	to	which	she	herself	confessed:	“There	are	not	many	physical	boundaries	with	us”	(23).	If	I	have	read	this	section	correctly,	I	think	she	means	that	she	and	her	boyfriend	learned	to	say	no	to	make	out,	and	in	the
context	of	learning	to	say	no,	she	became	convinced	that:	“We	were	able	to	be	both	affectionate	and	Spirit-led,	two	things	I	once	thought	were	mutually	exclusive”	(25).	But	this	section	will	undoubtedly	open	uncritical	readers	to	contact	experiments	in	dating	relationships	which	in	many	cases	will	lead	them	to	sin.	Another	problem	from	a	point	of
view	of	wisdom	is	that	the	author	does	not	make	any	distinction	between	how	touching	should	happen	between	the	sexes.	She	often	adds	comments	about	“brothers”	to	make	sure	you	don’t	miss	that	her	suggestions	apply	equally	to	women,	men-men	and	women-men.	He	mentions	an	older	Christian	sister	whose	hugs	she	loved	because	that	woman
embraced	“close	and	direct”	(135).	He	then	makes	a	comment	of	approval:	“And,	I	observed,	he	did	the	same	with	all	my	siblings”.He	does	not	care	about	other	people’s	assessments	of	the	contact	of	friendship,	whether	it	is	the	“same	sex	or	the	opposite	sex”	(139).	And	notice	what	advice	he	gives	to	unmarried	singles:	“For	unmarried	singles	who
seek	to	honor	God	with	their	bodies	and	yet	desire	healthy	human	contact,	find	that	contact	in	friendship	with	men	and	women”	(italic,	144).	There	are	many	similar	comments	scattered	throughout	the	book.	regularly	confuses	needs	with	desires.	wishes.Take	advantage	of	the	word	Ã	¢	â,¬	Å	"need,"	presumably	in	an	attempt	to	convince	others	of
what	is	proposing	(which,	meeting,	is	that,	in	general,	there	should	be	more	and	longer	to	embrace	among	Christians). I	needed	the
ministerial	warmth	of	the	shepherds,	showing	that	my	body	was	not	a	threat	to	them.	I	needed	enveloping	embraces	of	older	women,	taught	maternal	figures	could	be	trusted.	I	needed	the	affection	of	male	colleagues	to	make	sure	our	friendship	was	more	important	for	them	than	their	sexual	desires.	I	needed	the	embrace	of	female	companions	to
remember	God's	friendship	(53-54).	But	not	until	I	lost	something)	he	recognized	tacitly	that	a	need	for	felt	is	not	necessarily	a	real	need,	and	even	on	that	page,	it	implies	it	only.
