It is a great complement to the interactive notebook, and is a great reference for students to be able to look back, throughout the year. Tube Teacher
Veheo This Vive on Professor Tubead, does a good job of showing a different strategy to multiply and divide entire numbers than the magic triangle. The teacher shows his method that includes two faces. Sometimes students need a graphic organizer or something visual to cement the idea in their heads. This Viveo offers a different way to remember
how to deal with positive and negative whole numbers. We use this with our laboratory math classes. The teacher shows the Veheo and stops along the way. He gives students the chance to diminish what they are doing. They don t have to fill a lot of problems, but instead, having the chance to work methodically through some problems. Fruit Splat
Children will love Fruit Splat, a fun online game. He has three levels and students can choose the speed of his game. Once the game begins, the player has to find the fruit that has the correct answer to the problem, and splat it. It makes a cool splatting noise when you get it right. The fruit float around the screen. This game is great to let students
play a few times during a unit, or as a chromic throughout the year. Kahoot to multiply and split integers this kahoot game to multiply and split integers includes 15 questions. A couple of them ask if the answer would be to end a positive or negative response. The rest of the questions are multiply and split whole numbers. Kahoot is an entire class
game. The teacher designs the questions about the screen in front of the room. Students use a phone, tablet or computer to answer questions. They love the game because they receive points for precision and speed. It can get a bit competitive, so you might want to address that before starting the game. Quizizz Quick Check Quizizz is an online
questionnaire for students. In addition, it can be a game between your class students. It works like a bell, the practice during class, a quick check, or even as a home lesson. This special quizizz assignment includes a 12-questions. Once your creation your own account (Ita is free to sign up) you can modify the assignment to meet your specific needs.
You could break it in two quizizz games, or you can add more questions to it if you want. A tip with Quizizz games- I prefer to assign them in a FMA home lesson so that students can work with it at different times. I will sometimes also disable the timer feature so that the students do not get extra points because it is faster. If I see the students just
running to the end, I definitely make sure to turn it off for the next time you play a quizizz game. Try one thing .. Keep in mind that students need a lot of repetition with a skill like multiplication and division of whole numbers. You canna really practice it too much. Try one of the above activities and give students the practice they need. You can mix
