About the author: Charles Bukowski is one of the most well-known contemporary writers of the love of poetry and prose and, many would affirm, his poet more influential and imitated. He was born in 1920 in Andernach, Germany, for an American father of soldier and a
German mother, and brought to the United States at the age of two. He was raised in Los Angeles and lived there for more than fifty years. He died in San Pedro, California, on March 9, 1994, at the age of seventy-three years, shortly after completing his last romance, Pulp.Bel deBritto, former Academic Fulbright and Current Colleague Marie Curie,
He works in digital humanities. He is the author of Charles Bukowski, king of the basement, and the editor of the collections of Bukowski, writing, in cats, and in love. From Washington's post: Revised by Bill Presseven Although he was worried about his own death, Charles Bukowski worried about something even more: "Of course, I can die in the
next ten minutes / and I'm ready for that / but what I'm really worried about It is / that my editor-editor can retire / even if it is ten years younger than / me. "Bukowski does not have to have worried. John Martin not only overwhelmed, he's still in this: hunting disabled poems, editing Bukowski, and still appearing new volumes of one of the most
published poets of America. After convincing Bukowski to leave the post office and write to live, Martin and his black sparrow press became the only poet publisher. Since it closes the black sparrow in 2002, Martin produced for ECCO five collections of poems that Bukowski has reserved to be posted posterously. For this sixth and last volume, he
revised all 2,618 poems in the books of 21 Bukowski that ECCO now has in impression and selected 273 of what he told me were "the best of Bukowski", including 20 poems never before collected. A very real sense, then, the pleasures of the damn is so much about John Martin and about Charles Bukowski. It is an insightful walk through the work of a
poet by the man who knew him better, and reveals Bukowski in the many often conflicting dimensions that make him so popular, accessible and yes, great artist. Others can write to the eyebrow, Bukowski writes for the crowd. Others are poetry in a flower or symphony, Bukowski Vos poetry in prostitutes in a corner, a man cutting his lawn or wagons
sitting on a railroad. For him, as for Walt Whitman, poetry is everyday life: "A poem is a city, a poem is a nation, / the poem is the world ..." This collection The extraordinary establishes Bukowski, both more than just another west coast hit poet. Finally, maybe the fans like I do not have to apologize for his ranking among the best. There are many sides
for Bukowski, and here are all in full display. He is at the same time cynical about humanity, but full of hope. His language can be uncomfortably raw, but movedly lonely. He shocks you on a page and moves you in the next. Nowhere he is more apparently contradictory than in his complex relationships with women. Just when you think he sees women
as nothing but a collection of body parts, he reveals an incredible sensitivity. After your free description of bathing with your wife, beautiful, for example - "I turn it, kiss her, so the breasts, pick them up and the belly, the Neck of the legs, the ankles, the ankles feet, / Then the .. "- Suddenly, he admits his fear of losing her:" Linda, you brought me /
when you take it / do slow and easily / make it as if I was dying my sleep sleep From In / My Life, Am Before. "In fact, Bukowski's impression of this collection is a crude, hard-life, hard-potiable, hard-fighting curmudgeon that is at the same time a pomegranate ¢ Ntica. In "The Bluebird" perhaps the most beautiful and revealing of all his poems,
bukowski suggestions that his abroad, first assembled as a protective shield against an abusive father, is only a smoke curtain Mask the vulnerable soul hidden in: "There is one in Bluebird my heart / want to leave / but I am very difficult for him. He bounces that preach one thing but practice exactly the opposite: "And the best in
the hats are those / who preach love / and the best in war / - finally - those who / preach / peace" and he recognizes the futility of war after war: " But the young senses first / and now the old are getting broad, / almost anti-war of all, / it is no use having a war that you can not win, / right or wrong. older generation he ranked as "the deluge, struck, the blind and the sadly corrupt." A
durable poet, the rarest of all the birds, has a unique point of view and the gift of language to express it. The only point of view can often come from a physical or mental deformity. Inside us, but also in the surface, it is the wounded ugly boy who never caught an acceptable angle of himself in the mirror. A poet can have a deep sense of himself as a
quasimodo in a world without bells, or as the excellent poet Czeslaw Milosz wrote: A brief hoping feast, a manifestation of pride, a Corsundas tournament, literature. Charles Bukowski was a monstrously homely man because of a serious case of vulgar acne when he was young. Along the way he also had hemorrhic, tuberculosis and cataract; He tried
suicide; And only as they suffer from leukemia in the last year of his life he managed to stop drinking. Bukowski was a major-alloy drinking, occasionally brutal, but much less than the hemingway spirit of spirit, who drank in suicide. Both men have created public peaks by themselves, it is not a rare thing in a writera ¢ s paper bag of trinkets, but the
makers were kept in place for so long that they could not be withdrawn except at work. Throughout his life, Bukowski held a bailout of low jobs so dark that they are unbearable & € & € 4 € listed, although he did hold a position as a Postman for many years.
