Since	then,	states	have
revamped	their	exams	and	now	use	computerized	and	randomized	tests.	Not	two	exams	are	entirely	identical.	When	DMV	started	using	computerized	tests,	they	also	improved	security	around	the	tests.	Cheating	has	become	difficult.	Stop	looking	for	the	real	DMV	test	questions.	You	are	probably	anxious	about	the	knowledge	test.	It	is	OK.	Many	of	us
hate	the	idea	of	failing.	We	want	to	be	sure	we	can	pass.	In	this	situation,	it	is	only	natural	that	you	want	to	go	after	the	real	exam	papers.	The	problem	is	that	your	permit	or	driver’s	license	test	is	more	important	than	a	history	test.	Safety	on	our	roads	depends	on	everyone’s	knowledge	of	safe	driving	techniques	and	understanding	of	laws	and
regulations.	When	sharing	the	road	with	others,	a	single	mistake	or	misunderstanding	can	be	fatal.	We	already	know	from	research	in	Great	Britain	that	even	after	drivers	pass	their	test,	they	gradually	forget	the	road	rules.	This	causes	accidents.	Drivers	who	don’t	know	and	follow	the	rules	are	dangerous	to	themselves	and	others.	Surveys	also	show
that	drivers	who	end	up	in	accidents	tend	to	blame	somebody	or	something	else.	These	drivers	consider	themselves	more	skillful	and	safer	than	they	are.	When	involved	in	an	accident,	80%	believe	that	the	other	party	could	have	done	something	to	prevent	the	accident.	Most	drivers	make	mistakes	due	to	a	lack	of	driving	experience	and	poor
knowledge	about	rules.	Safe	driving	includes	driving	skills,	knowledge,	attitude,	and	experience.	We	all	know	that	new	drivers	are	less	able	to	recognize	and	detect	risk,	mainly	due	to	a	lack	of	experience	and	knowledge	about	potential	hazards.	That	is	why	the	United	States	has	a	Graduated	Licensing	System	(GDL).	The	system	helps	young	drivers	to
gain	experience	before	they	can	drive	without	a	supervising	driver.	Recently,	some	states	have	also	upgraded	their	knowledge	tests	with	questions	more	focused	on	attitude,	alcohol,	drugs,	and	distracted	driving.	With	better	cars	and	better	roads,	DMV	and	the	National	Highway	Traffic	Safety	Administration	are	more	concerned	with	driver	behaviors.
States	that	have	recently	changed	their	tests	have	also	moved	from	short	to	more	comprehensive	tests	(more	questions).	Even	if	there	isn’t	enough	evidence	to	say	that	comprehensive	and	more	difficult	tests	result	in	fewer	crashes	among	young	drivers,	experts	agree	that	new	tests	are	a	logical	accompaniment	to	a	graduated	licensing	system.	We
expect	this	to	have	more	impact	across	the	United	States	in	the	future.	Read	more:	Are	Practice	Tests	Evil?	Compared	to	other	countries,	like	Great	Britain	and	Germany,	licensing	tests	in	the	United	States	are	generally	straightforward.	There	are	also	small	variations	between	states.	DMV	constructs	tests	from	a	database	of	questions	about	road
rules	and	safety	practices	discussed	in	the	Driver	Handbook.	You	can	generally	miss	20-25	percent	of	the	questions	and	still	pass	the	exam.	Requirements	include	knowledge	about	state	laws	and	regulations	but	also	driving	procedures,	principles,	facts,	and	concepts.	In	short,	everything	that	helps	you	operate	a	vehicle	properly	and	safely	and
everything	that	motivates	you	to	do	so.
