Netflix	dominated	the	awards	with
107	nominations,	while	FX	came	second	with	93	nominations,	breaking	its	own	record	of	56	nominations	in	2016.	FX	took	home	36	wins,	leading	all	networks	and	platforms	for	the	first	time.	Shōgun	made	history	by	winning	Outstanding	Drama	Series	and	taking	home	a	total	of	18	awards,	breaking	the	previous	record	of	13	set	by	John	Adams	in	2008.
It	also	surpassed	Game	of	Thrones's	12	wins	between	2015,	2016,	and	2019.	The	Bear	took	its	own	record	for	most	wins	for	a	comedy	series	with	11	wins.	Japanese	performers	Hiroyuki	Sanada	and	Anna	Sawai	won	Outstanding	Lead	Actor	and	Actress	in	a	Drama	Series,	respectively,	becoming	the	first	Asian	performers	to	achieve	this	feat.

Notable	winners	of	the	night	included	Jean	Smart	for	Outstanding	Limited	or	Anthology	Series,	Steven	Yeun	for	Outstanding	Lead	Actor	in	a	Drama	Series,	and	Lily	Gladstone	and	Greta	Lee	for	Outstanding	Lead	Actress	in	a	Limited	or	Anthology	Series.	On	February	10,	20[24],	the	Academy	of	Television	Arts	&	Sciences	announced	that	the	76th
Primetime	Emmy	Awards	would	take	place	on	September	15,	with	corresponding	Creative	Arts	ceremonies	scheduled	for	September	7	and	8.	This	marks	the	second	Emmy	ceremony	held	in	[20]	due	to	the	previous	year's	schedule	changes	resulting	from	Hollywood	labor	disputes.	The	ceremony	was	co-hosted	by	father-son	duo	Eugene	Levy	and	Dan
Levy,	marking	a	first-time	occurrence.	The	awards	show	honored	outstanding	TV	lawyers	with	Viola	Davis,	Gina	Torres,	and	Dule	Hill	among	those	recognized.	A	tribute	was	also	paid	to	the	25th	anniversary	of	popular	drama	series	"The	West	Wing."	Catherine	O'Hara	presented	the	award	for	Outstanding	Comedy	Series,	while	Eugene	Levy	and	Dan
Levy	co-hosted	the	ceremony.	In	a	bid	to	boost	ratings,	ABC	broadcast	the	gala	as	part	of	its	four-year	rotation	deal	with	the	"Big	Four"	broadcast	networks.	The	ceremony	was	produced	by	Jesse	Collins	Entertainment	for	the	second	consecutive	year.	The	broadcast	was	made	available	for	streaming	on	Hulu	after	the	event.	Notably,	actor	Eugene	Levy
and	his	son	Dan	were	announced	as	co-hosts	in	August	16,	marking	a	first-time	occurrence	of	father-son	duo	hosting	an	Emmy	ceremony.	Jimmy	Kimmel	was	initially	approached	to	host	the	ceremony	but	declined	due	to	taking	a	break	after	hosting	the	previous	Academy	Awards.	Alex	Rudzinski	and	Rickey	Minor	served	as	director	and	musical	director
for	the	ceremony.	In	the	days	leading	up	to	the	event,	ABC	aired	a	special	episode	of	"20/20"	featuring	interviews	with	Eugene	Levy,	Dan	Levy,	and	several	nominees.	A	red	carpet	arrivals	special	was	also	hosted	by	Robin	Roberts	and	Will	Reeve	on	ABC	News.	The	76th	Emmy	Awards	ceremony	received	mixed	reviews	from	critics.	Allison	Herman	of
Variety	noted	that	the	show	was	less	dynamic	than	its	January	counterpart	and	had	several	production	issues.	However,	Ben	Travers	of	IndieWire	found	the	hosts	to	be	underwhelming	but	praised	some	presenters.	Several	critics	agreed	that	the	ceremony	had	become	stale	and	was	struggling	to	regain	its	former	glory.	Lili	Loofbourow	of	The
Washington	Post	described	the	hosts	as	"pleasant	but	forgettable."	In	contrast,	Judy	Berman	of	Time	complimented	the	hosting	duo,	saying	they	brought	a	lighthearted	touch	to	the	ceremony.	Daniel	Fienberg	of	The	Hollywood	Reporter	called	the	ceremony	an	"above-average	show,"	noting	that	surprise	winners	kept	audiences	engaged.	However,	he
criticized	some	aspects	of	the	telecast,	including	reunion	tributes	and	Jelly	Roll's	performance	choice.	Robert	Lloyd	of	the	Los	Angeles	Times	praised	the	ceremony	for	being	a	"sweet,	positive"	show	that	avoided	self-congratulation.	The	hosting	duo's	father-son	dynamic	was	particularly	notable,	with	Dan	Levy	as	the	"hipper	son"	and	Eugene	Levy
playing	the	role	of	the	"befuddled	dad."	Despite	receiving	mixed	reviews,	the	76th	Emmy	Awards	set	a	new	viewership	record	for	the	ceremony,	drawing	6.9	million	viewers	in	the	United	States.	The	event	also	achieved	a	high	rating	among	adults	aged	18-49.	The	76th	Primetime	Emmy	Awards	took	place	in	2023-2024,	with	a	notable	tribute	to	the	late
Bob	Newhart,	who	was	briefly	eulogized	by	Jimmy	Kimmel	at	the	end	of	the	ceremony.	Notable	winners	included	FX's	"Shogun,"	which	shattered	an	Emmy	record	with	18	wins	in	one	season,	and	HBO's	"The	Bear"	followed	closely	behind.	Other	prominent	winners	included	"Shōgun"	itself	for	Outstanding	Drama	Series,	as	well	as	shows	such	as	"The
Bear,"	"Shogun,"	and	"30	Rock."	The	76th	Emmy	Awards	ceremony	took	place	on	September	15,	2024,	and	several	notable	wins	were	announced.	Shogun	made	history	by	winning	a	record	18	Emmy	awards,	including	the	award	for	Outstanding	Drama	Series.	Anna	Sawai	became	the	first	Asian	actress	to	win	the	award	for	Drama	Actress,	while	Liza
Colón-Zayas	became	the	first	Latina	to	win	Best	Supporting	Actress	in	a	Comedy.
