Tries from
Tommy Freeman (3), Henry Pollock and James Ramm were added to by three conversions and two penalty goals from impressive English fly-half Fin Smith. Stunning victory Tommy O’Brien, Josh van der Flier (2), Caelan Doris and James Lowe crossed for Leinster but they came up short as the Saints withstood a late onslaught on their line. In truth
Northampton were fully deserving of their win and were driven by being written off in many quarters before the fixture, with injuries and form both being against them. Alex Mitchell hails ‘fearless’ Northampton players after Leinster ‘punched in the face’ Phil Dowson’s charges will now have one eye very much on the European final, which is set to
take place on Saturday, May 24 at the Principality Stadium in Cardiff, Wales. It is the 30th season of the pan-European professional club rugby competition and the second season in which Investec are
named as title sponsors. For the first time since its 1995 founding (as the Heineken Cup), no Welsh teams are playing in the ERCC, as none of them finished in the top seven of the 2023-24 United Rugby Championship.[1] The final will be played at the Principality Stadium in Cardiff, Wales.[2][3] Toulouse entered the competition as defending
champions, seeking a record-extending seventh title, but fell in the semi final to French rivals Bordeaux-Begles. Leinster, beaten finalists in the past three editions, sought a record fourth consecutive final, and to become the second team after Toulouse to win a fifth Champions Cup, but lost to English champions and former European champions
Northampton Saints, also in the semi-final. on 2 July 2024.[3] Teams are awarded four points for a win, two for a draw, one for scoring four tries in a game, and one for losing by less than eight points. The format is, once again, a modified round robin. Each pool consists of six teams, two from each of the three contributing leagues. Each team plays the four teams not from its own league once,
with one game away to each league and one game at home. Teams do not play their league partners at this stage. The top four teams go to the first knock out round, where the top two teams in each group are given home advantage. The fifth placed teams 'drop' into the Challenge Cup knockout rounds, joining twelve clubs from that competition's pool
stages in the knockout stage as the ninth to twelfth seeds, earning away ties with the fifth-to eighth-ranked sides from the Challenge Cup's pool stage. Northampton pulled off an incredible 37-34 win in Dublin, proving their
toughness and offensive skills. Wing Tommy Freeman was a standout with a hat-trick in the first half, and flanker Henry Pollock has been a game-changer this season. Furthermore, Fin Smith brings a calm, calculated approach to the fly-half role. His ability to read the game and control territory through tactical kicking will be vital against Bordeaux,
whose back three — including the likes of Louis Bielle-Biarrey — thrive on loose ball and counter-attacks. Smith’s kicking game can nullify that threat by turning Bordeaux and forcing them to play from deep. Under the guidance of director of rugby Phil Dowson and head coach Sam Vesty, the Saints have cultivated a cohesive unit that thrives under
pressure.
